Are you a passenger or a APart

I f you are a regular crew member or passe
boat, you need to know more about safety and the operation of the boat than
the location of the cooler and life jackets.

On-the -water emergencies occur more often than one would expect. The immediate thought
that comes to mind is a skipper being incapacitated by a severe medical crisis.

Al t hough it is a situation that can ari se, it i s not
a mere passenger would be a boon. A call of nature, a need to get a snack, time to review a
chart, enter waypoints in a GPS, on and on and on, t

can be best accomplished when a competent partner, who knows what to do and how to do it,
is available.

We now offer a iPartner i n Ceemima whicld covers the
basics needed to command the vessel when needed.
