Classes begun in the fall are now either completed or nearing completion,
we are beginning two new classes to complete this educational year.

11 January, 2010 - ENGINE MAINTENANCE
Registration - 1830. Class start: 1900

This course covers the basics of engine layout and operation. Gasoline inboards, outboards,
and diesel engines are taught in a way that reinforces the common aspects of how engines

work. The course covers those repairs that do -it-yourselfers can perform, teaches how to
diagnose problems that might be beyond your ability to fix, and how to share information with
your mechanic so the right repairs get performed.
