The USPS adva nced courses will be  start ing in  the next  few weeks, Seam anship on 

Wedne sday,  18  Janu ary and Pilot ing on Tuesday,  7 February.  These cou rses are the 

first  two  in the adva nced grade ser ies. 
 

Building on the bas ics t augh t  in the public boat ing cour se,  Seam anship is th e recom -  

men ded first  course for new m em bers, both power boat ers and sailor s.  Stud ent s learn 

pract ical  ma rlinespike, nav igat ion rules,  hull  design and per form ance, responsibil it ies of the skipper , boat 
care, operat ing a boat  und er norm al and abnorm al cond it ions,  what  to  do in various em ergencies and 

weathe r cond it ions,  naut ical cust oms  and com m on courte sy  on the wa te r. This cour se provides a needed 

int ro du ct ion to  the USPS Edu cat ional  Program  and a st rong found at ion for m em bers going on to  other 

Advanced Grades cour ses and / or Cruise Plann ing or Sail . 
 

The Pil ot ing course prov ides you with the skills you need to safely nav igate your boat  thr oug h the laby-  

r int h of bu oys, m arkers, range s,  rocks,  shoa ls and chann els charact er ist ic of our area and count less othe r 

coast al regions along our Gulf and East ern Seaboards.  This cour se is high ly recom m end ed to  all m em -  

bers who have  not  had for m al inst ruct ion in posit ion determ inat ion (f ixes),  rules of the ro ad, using aids of 

nav igat ion and elect ro nic nav igat ion. Pil ot ing is an  aug men tat ion of a GPS. Being pro ficient  in both will 

be a big step in bolst er ing your confidence on the wa te r.  
 

Althoug h it  is recom mend ed that  Seam anship be ta ken before Pil ot ing, th at  is not  a requ isite and they can  

be taken eith er togeth er or in any order. If  you are a new m em ber, I  urge you to  give  some  th ough t t o 

gett ing int o the edu cat ion pro gram  and star ti ng on your jo urney to  become  a prudent  navigator . 
 

Classes will convene at 1 900. Please arrive  early on the first  evening , about  18 45,  to  com plete regist ra-  

t ion and get  cour se ma t er ial.
