With the increase in the number of states requiring mandatory safe boating education,

we need to be sure that we have not only the best course materials but also the best

instructors. To insure that our instructors are compliant with the new state and NASBLA requirements,
USPS has developed a policy for Instructor Certification. Students who complete the Instructor Develop-
ment course will become certified USPS instructors already prepared to teach our boating classes. The
certification is valid for four years. Certification may be renewed for another four year term by attending
a recertification seminar.

The Instructor Recertification Seminar focuses on new technologies and techniques for presenting to
adult audiences. It is a fun and audience participative program designed to renew enthusiasm and
enhance presentation skills. It covers the benefits and pitfalls of using PowerPoint as an aid, as well as
the value of manual aids. It incorporates lessons learned from feedback since the inception of PPT in our
courses. Itisatwo -hour seminar which can be run by squadrons.

The seminar is for the recertification of currently certified instructors to keep them enthused and up -to-
date with new ideas and concepts. However, it will serve as more than that, as it focuses on presentation

One of the most perplexing things that boaters new to our area have to contend with is the channel
marking system on the Caloosahatchee River. It appears to be reversed and does not conform to the
Aired, right, returningodo rule.

Why? Because this part of the river is part of the Intracoastal Waterway (ICW).

The ICW follows the coast line of the continental United States clockwise from Maine, down the East

coast, around Florida, the Gulf of Mexico to Brownsville, Texas. Occasionally, the ICW makes a detour.

At Stuart on Floridaés East coast, one branch of the | CW t
Lake Okeechobee and down the Caloosahatchee River to Cape Coral and Fort Myers and rejoins the main

ICW.

The color and numbering of buoys and day markers on this part of the ICW do conform to the Lateral

System of Buoyage, the red markers are on the right and the green are on the left, if you consider, as

the US Coast Guard does, that you are returning from the Atlantic, not the Gulf.

After the green |ighted day marker 061016, between Shell Pc
branch rejoins the | CW, ités numbering system begins over

right. If you continue towards Charlotte Harbor you can tell you are in the main channel of the ICW as all
the day markers now have a gold triangle or square in the center of the aid.

I f you intend to head out into the Gulf under the Sanibel
61586, which you munrght.¥oeaeno longerin the ICW and marker are orientated
6nor mal |l yo.

Remember, returning from the Gulf under the Sanibel Bridge, the red markers will be on your right until
you reach 61016 and you know what happens then.
