The Sea Scouts isa co -ed outdoor program for young adults 14 to 20 years of age. The goal is to teach
young people boat management and seamanship. The Cape Coral SHIP 840 troop is an extremely active
group which consists of sixteen young Sea Scouts and the appropriate number of adult supervisors.

Sea Scouting received a real boost in October 1917 when James Austin Wilder was appointed Director of the
Department of Sea Scouting of the Boy Scouts of America. Mr. Wilder supervised the preparation of the first
Scout manual in 1919. By 1930, the membership had reached 8,043 young men. In 1959, the program

was designated with the name Sea Explorers, and in 1972, Sea Explorers (along with all other phases of
exploring) officially became co -ed. In 1998 the program was renamed Sea Scouts, and the 11th edition of
the Sea Scouts manual was published in the year 2010.

The Cape Coral Sea Scout troop is self -sufficient. They raise funds primarily through the very popular

Pancake Breakfast which is held each Saturday during the
operation at Club Square. The Pancake Breakfast is held at our own Squadron Harbor and consists of

pancakes, eggs, sausage and waffles o all for voluntary donations.

These efforts resulted in raising enough funds to acquire and refurbish a 1980 30 -foot Irwin sailboat.
They pay for their outings as well as the insurance and upkeep of their boat.

Thanks to a close relationship with the Edison Sailing School where the Irwin is berthed, the group has use

of 8 -10 small sail boats as well as their own 30 foot Irwin sailboat. Cape Coral SHIP 840 troop conducts
weekend outings several times each month, bringing great boating experience to young adults in our
community.
